Ethelbert William Bullinger AKC (December 15, 1837 - June 6, 1913) was an Anglican clergyman, Biblical scholar, and ultradispensationalist theologian.

He was born in Canterbury, Kent, England, the youngest of five children of William and Mary (Bent) Bullinger. His family traced their ancestry back to Heinrich Bullinger, the Swiss Reformer.

His formal theological training was at King's College London from 1860-1861, earning an Associate's degree. After graduation, on October 15, 1861, he married Emma Dobson, thirteen years his senior. He later received a Doctor of Divinity degree in 1881 from Archibald Campbell Tait, Archbishop of Canterbury who cited Bullinger's "eminent service in the Church in the department of Biblical criticism."

Bullinger's career in the Church of England spanned 1861 until 1888. He began as associate curate in the parish of St. Mary Magdalene, Bermondsey in 1861, and was ordained as a priest in the Church of England in 1862. He served as parish curate in Tittleshall from 1863-1866; Notting Hill from 1866-1869; Leytonstone, 1869-1870; then Walthamstow until he became vicar of the newly established parish of St. Stephen's in 1874. He resigned his vicarage in 1888.

Leviticus, therefore, is the Book relating to worship:for only those whom God thus calls does He seek to worship Him. John 4:23, and cp. Psalms 65:4, "Blessed is the man whom Thou choosest, and causest to approach unto Thee, that he may dwell in Thy courts." All its types relate to worship, as those of Exodus relate to Redemption. The Holy Spirit is not once named, though referred to in all the other books of the Pentateuch, because all here relates to Christ; and it is the Spirit""s work to glorify Christ (John 16:14). The whole of Lev., and Numbers 1:1 - Numbers 10:10, come between the first day of the first month and the twentieth day of the second month (cp. Numbers 10:11), on the hypothesis that Israel would forthwith advance and enter the land.

without blemish. Hebrew. tamim, said of all sacrifices, and the same of Noah, Genesis 6:9. 

his own voluntary will. Not the same as a freewill offering. This not a freewill offering. Hebrew here = "to be accepted for him", i.e. in his stead. Compare Leviticus 1:4. Compare Exodus 28:38. Exodus 19:5; Exodus 22:19, Exodus 22:20, Exodus 22:29; Exodus 23:11, There was a double transfer: the unworthiness of the offerer was transferred to the victim; and the acceptableness of the offering was transferred to the offerer. This is confined to the burnt offerings and peace offerings; never with the sin offerings.

(7) To Moses, to speak "to all the congregation of the children of Israel" (Leviticus 19:1). 
(8) To Moses and Aaron conjointly (Leviticus 13:1; Leviticus 14:33). 
(9) To Moses and Aaron, to speak to "the children of Israel" (Leviticus 11:1; Leviticus 15:1). 
(10) To Aaron alone (Leviticus 10:8). 

The reasons for these distinctions will be seen from the respective contexts.

10 Chapter 10 

Verse 1
offered = brought near. Hebrew. karab. App-43. 

strange fire: i.e. fire other than that Jehovah had commanded, required, and given from heaven (Leviticus 1:7; Leviticus 6:12; Leviticus 9:24; Leviticus 16:12. Compare Exodus 30:9). It was of their own kindling: so is all that is offered to God in worship today. If so, according to John 4:23, John 4:24, it is "strange fire", and deserves the same judgment! land not inhabited. Hebrew "a land cut off". 

let go. This is the point of the type. The live goat was sent away, not in judgment or atonement, but in peace and at liberty. "All" had already been atoned for in the death of the other goat (Leviticus 16:10). Now he was free to go into the land of forgetfulness, where their "sins and iniquities are remembered no more" (Isaiah 43:25. Jeremiah 31:34). The scapegoat goes forth to "Azazel, all enemies thus personified (Hebrews 2:14), proclaiming, "Who is he that condemneth? "(Romans 8:33, Romans 8:34). Not in fear of death, but saying, "Who dares to kill me? "It is the lesson, over again, of the "two birds" in Ch. Leviticus 14:51-53, applied to the whole nation. near of kin. Hebrew "the remainder of his flesh" (Genesis 2:23), i.e. by the Figure of speech Polyptoton, App-6, "his own flesh (or relatives)". Compare verses: Leviticus 18:12, Leviticus 18:13, Leviticus 18:17. For emphasis.

It should read Molech in these two passages also.
