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[KJV] Opening and alleging, that Christ must needs have suffered, and risen again from the dead; and that this
Jesus, whom I preach unto you, is Christ.

"This Jesus I am proclaiming tof
you 18 the Christ, " he said.

[ BBE] Saying to them clearly and openly that Christ had to be put to death and come back to life again; and that
this Jesus, whom, he said, I am preaching to you, is the Christ.

[ ASV] opening and alleging that it behooved the Christ to suffer, and to rise again from the dead; and that this
Jesus, whom, said he, I proclaim unto you, is the Christ.
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[KIV] And some of them believed, and consorted with Paul and Silas; and of the devout Greeks a great multitude,
and of the chief women not a few.

[NIV] Some of the Jews were persuaded and joined Paul and Silas, as did a large number of God-fearing Greeks
and not a few prominent women.

[ BBE] And some of them had faith, and were joined to Paul and Silas; and a number of the God-fearing Greeks,
and some of the chief women.

[ASV] And some of them were persuaded, and consorted with Paul and Silas, and of the deyout Greeks a great
multitude, and of the chief women not a few.

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[KIV] Whom Jason hath received: and these all do contrary to the decrees of Caesar, saying that there is another
lking, one Jesus.

[NIV] and Jason has welcomed them into his house. They are all defying Caesar's decrees, saying that there is
another king, one called Jesus."

[ BBE] Whom Jason has taken into his house: and they are acting against the orders of Caesar, saying that there is
another king, Jesus.

[ ASV] whom Jason hath received: and these all act contrary to the decrees of Caesar, saying that there is another
[king, one Jesus.
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[KIV] And they troubled the people and the rulers of the city, when they heard these things.
[NIV] When they heard this, the crowd and the city officials were thrown into turmoil.

[ BBE] And hearing these things the people and the rulers of the town wetre troubled.
[ASV] And they troubled the multitude and the rulers of the city, when they heard these things.

[KIV] And the brethren immediately sent away Paul and Silas by night unto Berea: who coming thither went into
the synagogue of the Jews.
[NIV] As soon as it was night, the brothers sent Paul and Silas away to Berea. On arriving there, they went to the
Jewish synagogue.
[ BBE] And the brothers straight away sent Paul and Silas away by night to Beroea: and they, when they came
there, went to the Synagogue of the Jews.
[ASV] And the brethren immediately sent away Paul and Silas by night unto Beroea: who when they were come
thither went into the synagogue of the Jews.
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[KJV] These were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in that they received the word with all readiness of
mind, and searched the scriptures daily, whether those things were so.

[ NIV] Now the Bereans were of more noble character than the Thessalonians, for they received the message with
great eagerness and examined the Scriptures every day to see if what Paul said was true.

[ BBE] Now these were more noble than the Jews of Thessalonica, for they gave serious attention to the word,
searching in the holy Writings every day, to see if these things were so.

[ ASV] Now these were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in that they received the word with all readiness of]
the mind, examining the Scriptures daily, whether these things were so.
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[KIV] Therefore many of them believed; also of honourable women which were Greeks, and of men, not a few.
[NIV] Many of the Jews believed, as did also a number of prominent Greek women and many Greek men.
[ BBEJAnd a number of them had faith, and no small number of the Greek women of high position and of the men.
[ ASV] Many of them therefore believed; also of the Greek women of honorable estate, and of men, not a few.
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[KJV] But when the Jews of Thessalonica had knowledge that the word of God was preached of Paul at Berea,
they came thither also, and stirred up the people.




[NIV] When the Jews in Thessalonica learned that Paul was preaching the word of God at Berea, they went there
too, agitating the crowds and stirring them up.
[ BBE] But when the Jews of Thessalonica had news that Paul was preaching the word at Beroea, they came there,
troubling the people and working them up.

[ ASV] But when the Jews of Thessalonica had knowledge that the word of God was proclaimed of Paul at Beroea]
also, they came thither likewise, stirring up and troubling the multitudes.
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[KJV] And then immediately the brethren sent away Paul to go as it were to the sea: but Silas and Timotheus
abode there still.

[NIV] The brothers immediately sent Paul to the coast, but Silas and Timothy stayed at Berea.

[ BBE] So the brothers sent Paul straight away to the sea: but Silas and Timothy kept there still.

[ASV] And then immediately the brethren sent forth Paul to go as far as to the sea: and Silas and Timothy abode
there still.
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[KJIV] And they that conducted Paul brought him unto Athens: and receiving a commandment unto Silas and
Timotheus for to come to him with all speed, they departed.

[NIV] The men who escorted Paul brought him to Athens and then left with instructions for Silas and Timothy to
join him as soon as possible.

[ BBE )But those who went with Paul took him as far as Athens, and then went away, with orders from him to Silas
and Timothy to come to him quickly.

And some said, What would this
babbler say? others, He seemeth to be a setter forth of strange gods: because he preached Jesus and the resurrection.
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[KIV] And they took him, and brought him unto Areopagus, saying, May we know what this new doctrine,
whereof thou speakest, is?
[ NIV ) Then they took him and brought him to a meeting of the Areopagus, where they said to him, "May we know
what this new teaching is that you are presenting?
[ BBE] And they took him to Mars' Hill, saying, Will you make clear to us what is this new teaching of yours?
[ASV] And they took hold of him, and brought him unto the Areopagus, saying, May we know what this new
teaching is, which is spoken by thee?
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[KJV] For thou bringest certain strange things to our ears: we would know therefore what these things mean.
[NIV] You are bringing some strange ideas to our ears, and we want to know what they mean."

[ BBE] For you seem to us to say strange things, and we have a desire to get the sense of them.

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[KIV] For all the Athenians and strangers which were there spent their time in nothing else, but either to tell, or tof
hear some new thing.)

[NIV] All the Athenians and the foreigners who lived there spent their time doing nothing but talking about and
listening to the latest ideas.)

[ BBE] (Now all the Athenians and the men from other lands who come there were giving all their time to talking
or hearing of anything new.)

[ASV] (Now all the Athenians and the strangers sojourning there spent their time in nothing else, but either to tell
or to hear some new thing.)
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[KIV] Then Paul stood in the midst of Mars' hill, and said, Ye men of Athens, I perceive that in all things ye are
too superstitious.

[NIV] Paul then stood up in the meeting of the Areopagus and said: "Men of Athens! I see that in every way you
are very religious.

[ BBE] And Paul got to his feet on Mars' Hill and said, O men of Athens, I see that you are overmuch given to fear
of the gods.

[ BBE] And he is not dependent on the work of men's hands, as if he had need of anything, for he himself gives to
all life and breath and all things;

[ ASV] neither is he served by men's hands, as though he needed anything, seeing he himself giveth to all life, and
breath, and all things;
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[ KIV] And hath made of one blood all nations of men for to dwell on all the face of the earth, and hath determined
the times before appointed, and the bounds of their habitation;
[ NIV JFrom one man he made every nation of men, that they should inhabit the whole earth; and he determined the
times set for them and the exact places where they should live.

[ BBE]) And he has made of one blood all the nations of men living on all the face of the earth, ordering their times
and the limits of their lands,

[ ASV] and he made of one every nation of men to dwell on all the face of the earth, having determined their
appointed seasons, and the bounds of their habitation;
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[KJV] That they should seek the Lord, if haply they might feel after him, and find him, though he be not far from
every one of us:

[NIV]) God did this so that men would seek him and perhaps reach out for him and find him, though he is not far
from each one of us.
